Program Updates:
1. Healthy People 2010 Grant Submission
The proposal for $6000 focused on nutrition education and healthy snacks for Big Brothers Big Sisters. We’ll hear in November. If it does not get funded, we’ll submit to Hoffman in December. Rayna’s Family Fitness Program may be able to be integrated.
1. Campus Kitchen providing snacks for El Centro, Upper Adams Afterschool Program and Big Brothers Big Sisters.
This is approximately 250 snacks per week, reaching approximately 130 children weekly.
1. PA Hunger Action will be at the farmers' market at the Gettysburg Rec Park on Wednesday, September 7th to provide people with information about accessing SNAP benefits. 
1. Fair Share – voucher, education and research update
16 of 24 families still participating. 5 families have moved, 3 we haven’t heard from.
Lisa Martin, student intern, has done a great job with the education component. She and Amy Dailey are gathering data to assess the program.
